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ABSTRACT :

Comparative study was done between diagnostic
hysteroscopy and sonohysterography in evaluation of
perimenopausal bleeding .The present study showed
normal findings in 26 cases ( 76.5 % ) , endomerial polyp
and endometrial hyperplasia were the most frequent
findings 4 cases ( 1Z % ) for each , submucous myomas
were encountered in only 3 cases {( 9 % ), we did not
find uterine anomaly or endometrial carcinoma among
our subjects. Hysteroscopy stands as the best diagnostic
tool for perimenopausal bleeding .
