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ABSTRACT

Genital descent is a common gynecologic ailment of uncertain
etiology. Laparoscopic procedures for treatment of genital prolapse
include; sacral colpopexy, cervicopexy, McCall culdoplasty, rectocele

and enterocele repair, ventrosuspension and ventrofixation.

Operative techniques for treatment of stress uri nary incontinence
include; anterior colporrhaphy, retropubic urethropexy, needle

urethropexy, sling operations, artificial sphincter and urinary diversion.

The essay has reviewed the laparoscopic techniques for treatment of
stress incontinence, results, advantages and disadvantages. Reviewed also
the common operations for repair of prolapse, their suceess rates and

complications.

Although the preliminary results are excellent, more studies are

required to prove the long-term success rate.
