Methods and Procedures: preparing a list of historical thinking skills and a

list of life skills that should be available to high school students.

- Set up a test of the historical thinking skills and a test of life skills to
conducting a pre-application & a post-application on the groups of study to

prove verified hypotheses to using (T.test).

- Dividing research group for experimental group were taught according to the
theory of multiple intelligences and the control group were taught the traditional

way.

Findings: 1- There is no statistically significant differences between
experimental and control groups in the Pre- application on test of historical

thinking skills.

2- There is no statistically significant differences between experimental and

control groups in the Pre- application on test of the life skills.



3- There are significant differences of the indication level (0.05) between the
results average the experimental and control groups in a post- application to test

of historical thinking skills to the advantage of the experimental group.

4- There are significant differences of the indication level (0.05) between the
results average the experimental and control groups in a post- application to test

the life skills to the advantage of the experimental group.

5- There are significant differences of the indication level (0.05) between the
results average scores of the experimental group students in pre- application and
post- application in historical thinking skills test to the advantage of post-

application.

6- There are significant differences of the indication level (0.05) between the
results average scores of the experimental group students in pre- application and

post- application in life skills test to the advantage of post- application.
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
