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Preface:

The history of education in the kingdom goes deep down into the
roots of Islamic history. the Mosques have become places for prayers as
well as educating people. As a result of various periods of stand still,
deterioration and weaknesses the educational movement has wittnessed
efforts of improvement. A lot of efforts have been tried to improve the
state of Education in the kingdom. This is through what is known as
"private schools” . A lot of able and wealthy people have supported and
encouraged such kind education even before the emergence of formal

governmental education in the kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

The official authorities have given great efforts to private education
and its organization and supervision, since the appearance of the first
formula for organizing the private schools through what was called as the
"Marief Council”, in 1357 H. Then, in 1373 H. the ministry council issued
a special decree stating the committment of the state for supporting the
private schools through finance and supervision. "The General
Administration for Private Educatin” was organized within the
Framework of the formal organizational structure of the ministry, thus, a
"Department for Private Education” was set insid the different education
governerates in every section of the kingdom, to supervise the private

schools within its administrative span of control.

In 1395, the ministers’ assembly issued "A Formula for organizing
private schools"”, that put forward the relation btween these schools and

specified official organization, that is still in use untill now.




The problem of the research:

Although great and varied efforts have been made to raise the
standard of Private Education sector in the kingdom, yet, the official
report issued in 1405 H., has affairmed that these schools are suffering
from many administrative problems and obstacles; planning organizing,
staffing, budjetting, orientation fellow-up systems. Besides, many field-
studies stressed the administrative problems the private education sector

is already suffering from.

The private schools sector is suffering from the existing varried
systems of its supervision. Many of these schools are suffring from
financial problems, yet there is extremely high pressure in the part of
parents to have distinguished educational service in return of what they

pay for the ducation of their children.

Thus, the problem of the research can be summed up in the

following questions:

1. What are the administrative problems that the private schools for boys
suffering from in dealing with the varried supervision levels?

2. What are the administrative problems in dealing with the parents?

3. What are the problems emerged by the pupils for the school
administration?

4. What are the forces and factors behined these problems?

5. What are the alternative solutions for forcing these problems?

Research Method:
The researcher follows the descriptive method in dealing with his

study. This is through the theoretical study, followed by a field-study one.




The sample of the study:

It consists of 100 private schools for boys. 300 of its directors and
assistants were used for the field-study. 225 were the right responsive to
the field study. It is important to notice that these schools represent the

various educatonal governorates of the kingdom.

The tool of the study:
The quessionnare is the main tool of the study. The responses were
treated statistically.

The main suggestions and conclusions of the study are:

- To pay more attention to recent educational administrative trends
especially in the field of administrative technology.

- Support the private education sector in the ministry of other

educational governorates with qualified personnel.

Transfer the financial support offered by the official departments into
other forms such as, laboratories, books, sports tools, means of

illustration ..... etc.

The parents' councils should play its role in improving the standards of
these schools.

- Teachers should express themselves freely.

- Participative management is of great importance to these schools.

- The pupils should make benefit from their contact with all

administrative bodies within the school.
