Study Title: School Climate and its relationship to The Cultural
Identity among High School Students in Public, Experimental
and International Schools.

The present study aims to identify the relationship between
school climate and cultural identity among high school students in
public, experimental and international schools. The study also aims
to detect differences in the perception of these schools to the school
climate and cultural identity.

The study was conducted on a sample composed of300
students from the above mentioned school students. The researcher
used the school climate scale and the cultural identity scale of her
preparation, and that after the confirmation of the validity and
reliability of these tools.

and can summarize the most important findings to the study of the
results are as follows:

*There is a statistically positive significant correlation among the
scores of the sample (public, experimental schools) on the total
score of the School Climate Scale and their grades on the
dimensions and the total score of the Cultural Identity Scale.
Except dimensions (religiosity, belonging) there is no significant
relationship.

*There is a statistically negative significant correlation among the
scores of the sample (international schools) on the total score of the
School Climate Scale and their grades on dimensions (belonging,
language), and a positive statistically significant on dimension
(religiosity). Except dimensions (history) and total score of the
Cultural Identity Scale, there is no statistically significant
relationship.

*There were no statistically significant differences between the mean
scores of the sample according to gender (males - females) in all
dimensions and the total score on the School Climate Scale. Except
dimension (students relationship with teachers) of the scale there
are statistically significant differences for male.
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*There were no statistically significant differences between the mean
scores of the sample according to gender (males - females) in all
dimensions and the total score on the Cultural Identity Scale.
Except dimensional (history and belonging) There are significant
differences dimension (history) for the male and dimension
(belonging) for the female.

*There is significant effect due to the variable type of education
(public - experimental - International) to varying degrees of sample
on the dimensions and the total score on the School Climate Scale.
Except dimension (school equipment), there are no statistically
significant differences.

*There is significant effect due to the variable type of education
(public- experimental- International) to varying degrees of sample
on the dimensions and the total score on the Cultural Identity Scale.
