3. that the reasons and motives that led to the emergence of
the manifestations of the intellectual and behavioural
militancy in Egyptian society is only as a result of a variety
of reasons, where the negligence of the various state
institutions for these reasons that came in the study to the
graduation members of the owners of fanaticism ideas and
hard-line and making them easy prey to fanaticism groups
and militant inside and outside Egypt.

4. The emergence of the modern means of communication the
latest technological breakthrough in Islamic societies in
general and the Egyptian family in particular, has resulted
in behaviours differed between positive and negative in
Egyptian society from the point of the research sample in
the study of view.

The most important recommendations of the study:

1. Show defects of fanaticism and psychological
disadvantages and dissemination of accurate and objective
information about Islamic law, and this is through the
media, and the moderate religious discourse and even

included in the curriculum as well.



2. You must emphasize the importance of the moderate
Islamic practices and moderation to counter extremist
religious fanaticism, as the wing of moderation and
centrism is the way that leads to coexistence with the pulse
of the times and accommodate the development goals and
modernization without overkill or negligence.

3. Working on a continuous reminder of the Egyptian people
in various ways, both the media and education, through
television and radio, and in schools and universities, about
the danger of radical thinking and behaviour of the
Egyptian society and what is happening in neighbouring
countries as a result of the destruction of terrorism and the
destruction of nations and societies such as Yemen, Libya
and Syria.
