* Research Problem:

The current research problem can be formulated in the
following main question that it attempts to answer:

* Research Significance:

The current research significance stems from the most

* Research Goals:

* Research Method:

4. Mubarak EI-Kabir governorate included 4 subjects at 4
areas.

5. Al-Ahmadi governorate included 4 subjects at 4 areas.



6. AL-Gahra'a governorate included 3 subjects at 3 areas.

* Research Limitations:

The current research has the following two main limitations
for its results generalization ability and interoperability:

1. Spatial Limitation: The study included all six Kuwaiti
governorates (Kuwaiti Capital-City, Hawli, Farwaniyah,
Mubarak El-Kabir, Al-Ahmadi, and AL-Gahra'a).

2. Temporal Limitations: The study interviews took almost
two weeks for implementations during the period between 4 th
May and 20 th June, 2009.
