That mixture was the origin for the English law and modern English
freedom. William and his successors took all what they found in England
of the old traditions, and he considered himself the legal heir after
Edward.

In the first chapter "the feudal system in Norman England" perhaps
William's most important works based on some opinions — was the
inclusion of the feudal system to these regions and he took from that
system a support to his position and a helpful means the central

authorities.

The procedures, which he adopted to control the feudal lords in

order to seize the lands of enemies and distribute them among his fellows,



are summarized in his order for the nobles not to limit their Properties in
one area. They must be separated in order to prevent the increase of their
authority, and to facilitate his punishment to them in cases of
disobedience and mutiny. Also he ordered the nobles and fellows to
perform the oath of loyality and sincerity to him, also it dealt with the

importance of the feudal system.

The second chapter is about "the Domesday book", which is
considered of the most important characteristics of the rule of the
conquerer William in the administrative cases and which distinguishes
him from the other rulers of Europe. He ordered the application of the
royal statistics in 1086 and expected from it the accurate investigation of
the resources of the state, the inhabitants and their social conditions,
names of owners of lands before and after invasion and the amount of the
value of the land. Then he classified these information in a public
registration.Its aim was to facilitate the mission of collecting taxes and

controlling them.

The third chapter is about "the Magna Carta" which is considered
the first general laws in the English constitution and the first step in
reinforcing and supporting freedoms, the parliamentary systems and the

work to respect the law and rights.

Finally, the fourth chapter reviews the social life of the Norman
England in the village the towns.
