Purpose: The purpose of the study is to investigate the differences between high-
achievers and low-achievers in German language in some affective variables, such
as: “Foreign Language Motivation, Foreign Language Anxiety, Self-Esteem in
Foreign Language” , and cognitive variables, such as: “Verbal Intelligence, and
Foreign Language Learning Strategies”.

Sample: The Participants of this study consisted of (61) of learners in twelfth-
grade, in Al Resala Secondary School, with (M= 17 — 18) years, who learn German
as a foreign language. The sample was divided into two equal groups (high-



achievers and low-achievers), depending on their grades in the achievement test.
The sample was selected by the intentional method, which it was available by the
researcher.

There were significant differences in Language Learning Strategies level
among high-achievers and low-achievers in favor of high-achievers in
German language learners.
