Question 2: what is the difference between the children of fathers
working in a high cultural level and a low cultural level in each of Self
Concept and educational performance.

Question 3: to which extent is there a difference in socialization of
parents who work in low culture environments for each of Males and
Females?



The Research Obijectives:

This study tries to know the the relationship between fathers work
environment with techniques of socialization and Self concept of the
children.

Research Assumptions

They are summarized into the following:

First Assumption

There is no statistical evidence between fathers of high cultural work
environment and fathers of low cultural work environment in the
techniques of socialization, from the children'’s point of view.

Second assumption

There is no statistical evidence between children of fathers with high
cultural work environment and children of fathers of low cultural work
environment in the self concept and the total degree of it.

Third Assumption
There is no statistical evidence between the children of fathers of low
cultural work environment in educational performance.

Fourth Assumption
There is no statistical evidence between male and female children of
fathers of high cultural work environment in socialization.

Fifth Assumption
There is no statistical evidence between male and female children of
fathers of low cultural work environment.




Research Sample

The research sample is composed of 9200) male and female students
between the ages of (12 - 14).

They were selected from a total number of (400) students, all in sixth
primary year and first and second preparatory years.

The sample was divided by the following manner:

First group: (100) male and female students, of fathers in high culture
work environment, with (50) males and (50) females.

This group included children of fathers in high culture work environment
such as: (workers in universities, workers in research institutes, workers
in law courts, and workers in schools)

Second group: (100) male and female students, of fathers in low culture
work environment, with (50) males and (50) females.

This group included children of fathers in low culture work environment
such as: (workers in bakeries, workers in construction, workers in
workshops)

Both groups are from Cairo and Giza Governorates, which are equivalent
socially, culturally and economically.

Cities like Dar El salam, el basateen, masr el Kadeema, el malke el saleh,
al moneeb, faisal, and el Kom El Akhdar, Nahya, bolak el dakroor, and
abu katata.

The researcher used a number of tools
1. Application of Data of the father filled in by the father
(by the researcher)
2. Application of Data of the child filled in by the child
(by the researcher)
3. Measure of socialization techniques
(by the researcher)
4. Measure of Self Concept (by Adel Ahmed Ezz EI Ashwal 1984)



Research Results

e Statistical evidence between the two groups socialization
techniques in favor of fathers in high cultural work environments

e Presence of differences in self conception and its total degree, and
presence of differences in favor of children of fathers in high
cultural work environment in the mental, physical and social
aspects, but in favor of the other children in aspect of worry of self
conception.

e Presence of differences in favor of the children on fathers in high
culture work environments in educational performance.

e No statistical evidence in socialization between male and female
children of parents of high cultural work environment.

e No statistical evidence in socialization between male and female
children of parents of low cultural work environment.
