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ABSTRACT

Very good care has to be given to the patients after bone marrow
transplantation because they are subjected to high doses of
chemotherapy, before the procedure, which ablate the bone marrow

cells and the immunity as well.

Many severe infections, with very wide spectrum, can occur
through the periods of immunodeficiency. These organisms, because
they are not checked by the impaired immunity, can replicate very

rapidly to invade many organs.

Very meticufous methods of diagnosis are applied for early
detection of infections. Accurate ways of prevention and treatment has
to be rapidly applied in bone marrow transplant units, using the strict

policies of general infection prophylaxis and recent antimicrobial agents.
