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ABSTRACT

The problem of the study is the decline in the value of Egyptian exports of
potatoes compared to their production as a result of these exports face
competition and instability of exports, in addition to not study the markets of
external demand on Egyptian potatoes.
= The winter potato area in Egypt took an overall statistical trend of about 11.78
thousand feddans, with an annual increase of about 8.28% of the average area
of winter potatoes, which is about 142.21 thousand feddans during the period
studied.

= The total area of summer potatoes in Egypt increased by about 6.08 thousand
feddans, with an annual increase of about 5.61% from the average area of
summer potatoes of about 108.44 thousand feddans during the period of study.

= The Russian Federation, Kuwait, Italy, Lebanon, Syria and the UAE were the
top importers of Egyptian potatoes in quantities of about 313, 71.7, 54.9, 51.2,
43.4 and 41 thousand tons, respectively, with a value of about 148, 37.5, 26.3,
23.2,18.1, $20.2 million respectively in 2014.

= The geographical concentration coefficient was about 49.3 and 49.1
respectively, indicating that the quantity and value of Egyptian potato exports
are concentrated in a limited number of countries in 2014.

= The main competitors of Egypt in the Russian market are: the Netherlands,
China and Azerbaijan, where the market share reached about 43.56%, 15.10%
and 14.84%, respectively, as an average for the period 2000-2014.

= Egypt's main competitors in the Italian market are France, Germany and the
Netherlands. The market share reached about 44.26%, 12.89% and 22.78%,
respectively, as an average for the period 2000-2014.

= Egypt's main competitors in the German market are: France, the Netherlands
and Spain, with the market share accounting for 21.59%, 45.28% and 16.05%
respectively for the period 2000-2014.

= The first scenario of the optimal distribution of potato exports achieves a
surplus of about $ 77.7 million.

= The sixth scenario of the optimal distribution of potato exports achieves a
surplus of about 59.7 million dollars.
