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Abstract

The Knowledge of reproductive medicine has expanded rapidly since
the birth of Louise Brown , the first to be conceived by in vitro
fertilization . In vitro fertilization means the fertilization of an oocyte
with sperm outside the body

Many methods have been described for the retrieval (pick-up) of
oocytes in in vitro fertilization : laparoscopic guided-and ultrasound
guided.

The embryo transfer (ET) process represents the culmination of the
IVF cycles. Blastocyst transfer would provide a better synchrony
between the uterine endometrium and the embryo.

The ICSI experience has allowed the fertilization rate to become .
Considerably better , with the production of more embryos able to
achieve implantation , than after the other assisted fertilization
procedures.

Cryopreservation allows the storage of supernumerary embryos and
the transfer of thawed blastocysts is now a well established procedure
in assisted reproductive technologies.
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
