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RESEARCH SUMMARY

Introduction :

Childhood is the maker of the future, that more caring for children is to ensure a
better future . Children are the future leaders of development in Society .

The Kindergarten has a vital role and is considered a golden age in the growth of
children generally and their Language particularity, and this enables children to
develop their skills and speeds their growth and thus satifies their needs.

In order to prepare the child well for his future life, we should be concerned with
the development of his mother tongue. and enrich his vocabulary, as that means
having the Child’s of acquiring concepts, skills and experiences which
consequently lead to the development of speaking and communication skills, and
to be able him to express his feelings and ideas, and to exchange it with others.

So, my interest is to learn children English as a foreign language and
know whether this has an impact on the mother tongue through the
impact on The amount of fortune possessed by language and therefore
they can use it orally and in writing . the researcher has made
questionnaire to know the opinion of both teachers and parents about
some children on the importance of the children’s Learning English in
this stage, and if it has an impact on the language fortune and the type
of this impact form the point of view of sample of 25 kindergarten
teacher and 15 parents. Opinions were divided in teaching English to
children and its impact on the Arabic language .

with low consumed) which follow the ministry of education in Beni-
Suef governorate . On class was chosen from each kindergarten .

6. Create a rich lingual environment to compensate children for the lack of
interesting language made by the family, So lingual environment should be saved
in governmental organizations kindergarten as it saved in experimental and
private kindergarten .

7. Teaching the correct installation of a certain mount of characters for
kindergarten teacher to Teach children construction correctly .
