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Abstract

The Effective Administration Leadership And Its Relation
With The Level Of Achievement For The National
Taekwondo Teams.

The research aims at identifying the relationship between the
effective administration leadership and the level of achievement in
Taekwondo through identifying:

1- The role of effective administration leadership of the Taekwondo
teams and its important in achievements of the national teams.

2- The factors of the effective administration leadership (personal
characteristics- practical experiences "scientific and sportive").

3- Types of administration and their methods.

4- The reflection of effective administration leadership on the
performance of the teams and the achievements in Taekwondo.

The researcher used the cadastral descriptive method due to its
suitability to the nature of the research then the researcher designed a
questionnaire to identify the opinions of the sample about the relationship
between the effective administration leadership and the level of
achievement in taichondo. Also the questionnaire identify the factors of
the success administrative leadership (personal characteristics- practical
experiences "scientific and sportive"), types of administration and their
methods and the reflection of effective administration leadership on the
performance of the teams and the achievements in Taekwondo.

The sample of the research consists of 134 from the administers of
the Egyptian Union of Taekwondo, international referee, coaches and
players of the men and mlles national teams under 17 years and players of
the men and mlles national team under 17 years.

The most important results:

1. There should be training programs to develop the administrative
leader and make them aware of the most recent and modern in the
field of training.

2. There are no clear programs, plans and activities of the union and
its dates so they are timed in unsuitable times for the trainers and
the players.

3. Technical leader expects from their minions to achieve great
objectives on the contrary of the administrative leaders.



4. The collaboration and competencies distribution between the
different systems help their appurtenance.

5. It is important for the administrative system to make sure that the
activities are done in the best way to make the best achievement.

6. Administers miss the needed sportive experiences including laws
and bases of the Taekwondo sport.

7. The democratic environment helps in having the leaders and helps
the leaders to take the right decisions in any problem.

8. The higher the level of the technical and skills performance, the
more social support it need under the democratic system.

9. Using single system in controlling the sequences will fail this
system, work should be arranged so that the abilities of the
individuals suits their needs.

10.Administers leaders do not make use of the successful experiments
and they use the routine methods.

11.Inflexibility in performance and restriction with certain tables.
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
