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Abstract

Preservation of Historic Gardens
A Methodology for the Preservation of Cultural Landscapes
And Historic Gardens

The thesis is concerned with the preservation of the rich heritage of Historic
gardens and sites in Egypt particularly between nineteenth century and the
beginning of the twentieth century .The research is presenting the techniques
used worldwide and locally in the process of preservation of historic and
cultural landscapes. The main objective of the thesis is to achieve guidelines
and a methodology to be applied in the process of preservation of historic
gardens in Egypt.

At the beginning of the eighties, the international community became more
aware of the importance of preservation of cultural landscapes and historic
gardens. International Charters, laws and treaties were activated and
implemented to preserve and protect historic gardens and cultural landscapes.
At the same time in Egypt, much of the rich heritage of historic gardens and
parks suffered from neglect, abuse and carelessness due to unplanned
interference. Parks like the famous Shubra parks were totally eradicated from
existence. Other parks and gardens were divided and some parts were donated
to other uses and functions like what happened to Azbakiyya garden and the
Giza Zoo. The researcher believes that most of those negative actions were
taken against historic gardens due to the total absence of understanding of the
Idea and the importance of conservation and preservation of cultural landscapes.
In Egypt, the common practice was, and still is, limited to conservation and
preservation of historic buildings and monuments.  Moreover no clear
methodology, guidelines or techniques were presented or practiced to protect
and save the future of what was left from those historic gardens and heritage
sites.

Given that the research objective is to achieve a clear methodology and
guidelines for preservation of historic gardens in Egypt, it was important
prior to reaching this objective, to have an understanding of the terminologies,
concepts and importance of conservation of historic gardens.

Achieving and applying the concept of preservation of historic gardens and
cultural landscapes are presented in the research in two main parts. The first
part covers the literature review. The second part presents the case study and an
application of the methodology and guidelines.
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The literature review part covers the terminologies related to preservation,
culture and heritage. A review of history of garden design theories and
practices, globally and locally, is presented in the research. A summery is then
concluded to reflect the main factors that influenced the design in each era.
International laws, charters and treaties concerned with conservation of historic
gardens are presented and discussed. The research then focuses on the local
Egyptian heritage of historic gardens and sites and the extent of deterioration
that affected them. The lack of input at both the designers' level and the
planners' level was also examined to indicate the large gap between the local
and global practices.

The second part deals with the case study (The Giza Zoo) and the application
of the guidelines and the methodology. This part in turn is divided into two
sections; the first section presents some models and examples of local and
international cases of preservation of historic gardens. The second section
focuses on the case study of the Giza Zoo. The Zoo was selected as a case study
because until recently it was considered one of the largest and most famous
zoos in the world. Unfortunately, due to the severe deterioration that took place
inside the Zoo, it was taken out of the membership of the international Zoo
society. The researcher attempt is to preserve and save the Zoo by applying the
methodology and guidelines that are presented in the literature review part .This
part ends by presenting a plan and recommendations for the preservation of the
Giza Zoo.

The thesis ends by presenting research results, general recommendations and
implementations for the preservation of Egypt's historic gardens and heritage
sites. The recommendations are grouped and categorized at the planning level,
management level, legislative level, social and media level.
