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Abstract

This study examined the theme of "The Private
Capital Flow to Communication Sector and Its Impact on

Its Contribution in the Egyptian Economy", following the
methodology of description and analysis of the
reforms and restructuring which took place in
Telecommunications sector through the flow of private
capital to it. As well as the econometric method to
measure the impact of private capital flows to the added
value of the telecommunications sector in Egypt.

The study found a range of results represents the

most important in: That the policies pursued by the state
in the field of communications has helped the
development of the telecommunications sector and
repaired. Where the issuance of the Communications law,
and the establishment of the Ministry of Communications
and Information Technology, and the establishment of
NTRA. And allowing the private sector to work in
fixed-line phone services, mobile phones services,
international voice services, and Internet services.
Also the study has found that there is a direct correlation
between each of the flow of private capital to the
telecommunications sector and the high output of the
sector.

In the end, the study provides a set of recommendations,
