The study found a set of the most important results which are in: the fluctuation
of public spending policy in Egypt between expansion and contraction during the
period of(2000-2010) and that the direct impact of the economic and political turmoil
on the size of public spending.

The study also knew of the existence of a mutual relationship between the gap
between the public revenues; the public expenditure and the creation of a chronic
deficit in the state budget and local. Public debt.

The study also found according to the curriculum standard by using the model
to study the role of public investment spending in Egypt during the period of (1990-
2012) entirely and sectorally to the existence of no significant relationship between
public investment spending and GDP and public investment spending directed to
education and health sectors and GDP So ; there are structural imbalances in the
policies of the public investment spending and targeting the public investment
spending for education and health sectors.

In the end, the study offers a set of recommendations including: working on the
reform of the public spending structure in Egypt by focusing on the public
investment spending and reduce current spending year, and working to rationalize
public spending and the elimination of wasteful in it, work to facilitate the
implementation of investment projects, strengthen partnership between the
government and the private sector in the provision of social projects, restructuring of
the public investment spending on the social side based on education and health
sectors administratively and financially, the need for direction to an application
program budget and performance to link public investment spending-oriented
economic sectors, the level of performance, which works to assess and rationalize, go
to financial decentralization, which gives a high degree of freedom to mobilize and
spend money in order to better use of resources, and in order to achieve
empowerment and autonomy at the local level
