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Abstract

Title of study: parental treatment styles as perceived by mothers
of children with developmental learning disabilities and their
relation to the psychological compatibility of their children.
Objectives: The study aimed at: The study aimed to uncover the
nature of the relationship between the methods of parental
treatment and psychological compatibility of children with
developmental learning difficulties, and design some appropriate
measures for the study variables (parental treatment methods,
psychological compatibility), and the impact of the economic and
social level on the methods of parental treatment and psychological
compatibility.
Study Methodology:
The researcher used the descriptive approach.

Study Sample:

The study sample consisted of 170 children and children with
learning disabilities.
Study Tools: Scale of Parental Treatment Methods, and
Psychometric Compatibility Scale (Prepared by: Researcher),
Socioeconomic Scale of the Family. (Prepared by: Abdel Aziz al-
Shakhs).
Results : The hypotheses were validated from the existence of a
correlative relationship between the methods of parental treatment
and psychological compatibility, the absence of differences
between the grades of children in the degree of compatibility
according to gender, and the existence of statistically significant
differences between the grades of children in the degree of
psychological compatibility depending on the type of school, and
the existence of differences of statistical significance between
grades Mothers in the measure of parental treatment methods, and
the measure of psychological compatibility, as well as matching
the proposed model of the relationship between socioeconomic
level and methods of parental treatment and psychological
compatibility.
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
