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Islamic education instructor is the main element in achieving the
desired objectives as he is the cornerstone of structuring and developing
education. Islamic education preparation programs are of great
importance in The Arab Republic of Syria. Consequently, the faculty of
Sharid(lslamic Law)was assigned to successively  prepare him
academically and culturally for four years before joining the faculty of
education to be professionally prepared. Due to the progress in
psychological and educational sciences , education requires specialized
institutions such as the faculties of education and instructors education
institutes. Islamic education instructor professiona preparing is of great
importance. It provides him with basic skills, positive attitudes towards
teaching, awareness of the school environment, and self-learning skills
that enable him to follow up in-service professional development to be
main questionable to perform his future roles.

Applying quality and accreditation standards to education has
become an important objective of the strategic plan posed by the Ministry
of Higher Education o develop education in Syria through stressing on-
going improvement of inputs and processes to ensure obtaining quality
outputs (instructors) known for excellence and accreditation, which is an
approach to assist the faculties of education to achieve their objectives
and improve the quality of education and services that suit the
requirements of the Islamic education future roles in the twenty-first
century.

Literature review and pilot study reflect deficiency in achieving the
objectives of the Islamic education instructor professional development
program in the Syrian faculties of education .

To solve this problem, the present study tries to answer the following
main question :



What is the suggested perspective for Islamic education instructor
professional preparing program based on quality and accreditation
standardsin the Arab Republic of Syria?

The main question is divided into the following sub-questions :

aWhat are the quality and accreditation standards for Islamic education
Instructor educational preparation ?

b-What are the quality and accreditation standards for Islamic education
student teaching?

2- What is the availability of the above mentioned standards in the
professional preparation program (educational) for Islamic education
student teacher in the faculties of education in the Arab Republic of
Syria?

aWhat is the availability of quality and accreditation standards in the
professional preparation program for Islamic education instructor in
the light of the program staff view points ?

b-What is the availability of quality and accreditation standards in the
Islamic education instructor professional preparation program in the
light of Islamic education student teacher ?

c-Are there satistically significant differences in the availability of
qguality and accreditation standards in the educational preparation
program in the viewpoints of program staff and Islamic education
student teacher ?

d-What is the availability of quality an accreditation for student teaching
in the viewpoint of 1slamic education student teaching advisor ?

e What is the availability of quality and accreditation for student
teaching in the viewpoint of Islamic education student teacher?

3- What is the suggested perspective for preparing the Islamic education
instructor professionally in the faculties of education in the Arab
Republic of Syriain thelight of studying itsreality and the quality and
accreditation standards?



One of the most important objectives of the present study is
recognizing points of strengths and weaknesses of the preparation
program , and determining the cognitive, psychological, and social bases
for devel oping the | slamic education professional preparation program for
the Islamic concept of God, the universe, man, life, quality, and
accreditation standards for the future instructor, and formulating a
suggested perspective for developing the Islamic instructor professional
preparation program.

The importance of the study stems from providing the Islamic instructor
professional preparation program officials finings concerning deficiencies
of program, and formulating a suggested perspective for solving this
problem in the light of quality and accreditation standards. The present
study coincide with the international interest in quality and accreditation
standards since the beginning of the twenty-first century.

C. thefindings of the field study :

Most of the educational and psychological preparing programs
achieved a medium degree in the quality and accreditation
standards in the viewpoint s of the program teaching staff and
the Islamic education student teacher.

There are no statistically significant differences at level 0.05 in
the achievement degree of quality and accreditation standards
in al fields of the educational preparing program in the
viewpoint of the program teaching staff or the Islamic
education student teacher related to the university variable
(Damascus, Al Baath), the academic degree and experience.

Most of the student teaching fields achieved a medium degree
in the quality and accreditation standards in the student



teaching supervisors and the Islamic education student teacher
viewpoints.

There are no dSatisticaly significant differences in the
achievement degree of quality and accreditation standards in
al student teaching fields in the supervisors and student
teachers viewpoints except the field of evauation, as there
were statistically significant differences at level 0.05 in favor
of the supervisors.
