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Abstract

The aim of skin resurfacing is to remove epidermal
abnormalities and produce collagen remodeling in the upper
dermis that leads in turn to removement of wrinkles. The
success of any resurfacing procedure is determined by the
accuracy of depth control. This ensures adequate wrinkle
improvement and minimizes complications. Methods available
for skin resurfacing include dermabrasion, chemical peel,
CO?2 laser, erbium yag lasers and simultaneously combined
Er, yag CO2 laser Derma K However, CO2 and erbium
lasers have recently come into favor for cutancous laser
resurfacing.
