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ABSTRACT

The main Objective of this study was identifying the changes in conditions over the life
of settlers in the new communities, and exploreing the most important problems that hinder the
success of the respondents new society, as well as the most important recommendations to solve
these problems.

The study was conducted in The New Valley Governorate on a sample of payroll holders in
agricultural communities, according to the criterion of the number of settlers each center and the
village, with 10% of the total settler each category, where the number of respondents, 62, 61, 30
on the order of the categories of graduates and users and squatters, which sample made a total of
153 distributed among new villages. Data were gathered using questionnaire by personal
interview of the respondents. after pretesting of the questionnaire and made the necessary
adjustments.

Statistical software package (SPSS V11) were used in data entry and analysis of the study.
The study also used some statistical methods such as mediation arithmetic mean, standard
deviation, frequencies, simple correlation coefficient, Chi Square Test.

The main results of the study are as follows: a significant correlation was found between
the degree of change in the economic variables and social value of land, age of settlers, the
profession of the father, Degree of awareness about the population problem solving, the
availability of investment opportunities, and a significant correlation was found between the
degree of social stability and level of environmental security, social value of land, the level of
personal ambition, the availability of investment opportunities, living standards, return new
communities , the degree of job availability, the degree of leadership, the similarity in customs
and traditions, a significant correlation was found between the degree of farm integration and the
following variables: respondent age, the experience farm working, the social value of land, the
similarity in customs and traditions, origin, agriculture practicing, land distribution, Degree of
awareness about the population problem solving, a significant correlation was found between the
degree of environmental adaptation of the respondents and the following variables: number of
years of formal education, cultural openness, the level of personal ambition, respondent age,
Degree of awareness about the population problem, Degree of awareness about the population
problem solving. The degree of leadership, return the new communities, engage in agriculture
practicing.

Main problems faced by respondents in the new land are: the lack of basic services in the
region, the problem of crops pattern, the livestock marketing as well as making it hard for the
marketing process, and the problem of high input prices came in third place, where they cause a
decline in gross profit of crop production, but the problem of irrigation water came in fourth
place, where respondents said that the irrigation is not available in the summer, has been the
Most important proposals for the settlers to overcome these problems are as follows: government
support for services and facilities are basic as will as raise their raising efficiency, increased taxes
on livestock and crops when marketing, availability of irrigation water especially in the summer.
