The Purpose of the study/ the objective of the study is to reveal the prevailing
values among the students of the Misurata University after the events of the Libyan
revolution 2011 as realized by the professor and the university student.
The study sample/ The study sample consisted of two groups, The first group consisted
of 400 students (males and females) from the third and fourth year of the faculties of
literature, science, information and pharmacy at the Misurata University in Libya, The
second group consisted of 200 members of the teaching staff from the same colleges as
the sample of students.
The study tool/ to verify the validity of the study hypotheses, the researcher prepared
the prevailing values scale.
The study results/ the study resulted in the following results:

1) The prevailing values among university students were social values,
moral values and finally aesthetic values.

2) The existence of statistically significant differences in the perception of
the prevailing values of both students and members of the teaching staff
in moral values and there aren’t statistically significant differences in
social values and aesthetic values.

3) There are statistically significant differences in students' perception of
prevailing values depending on the type of female Side.

4) The existence of differences of statistical significance in the perception of
the prevailing values of students of the values prevailing of literary
specialization.

5) The existence of differences of statistical significance in the
understanding of members of the teaching staff of the prevailing values
of the aspect of scientific specialization.

6) The existence of the effect of gender and specialization on aesthetic
values in the values prevailing in the sample of students and There was
not effect on the interaction between gender and specialization in the
values prevailing among university students and in the sample of
members of the teaching staff.
