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Summary

Interaction between levels of achievement,
styles of thinking, types of personality and its
relation to competence in two different
professions.

Aim of the study:-

The aim of this study is to investigate the relationship
between the independent variables as presented by:
Sternberg’s thinking styles (as defined by the Mental Self-
Government Theory), and types of personality (as defined
by Myers and Briggs Types Indicator, MBTI) and its
relation to competence in two different professions (as
dependent variables presented by: Occupational stress,
organizational conflicts, and work environment).

The theoretical frame work:

The frame work has involved detailed demonstration of
Sternberg’s styles of thinking, as defined by the Mental-
Self Government Theory, which generates 13 thinking
styles organized in five categories: functions-forms-
levels-scopes-leanings.

As the detailed demonstration of type theory as modified
by both Isabel Myers and Katharine Briggs, which
describes personality on the basis of four dual poles as
follow:-

Perception /Judgment. Sensing / intuition.
Thinking /Feeling. Extraversion /introversion.



Those four collections are gathered in sixteen types of
personality.

Presenting the notion of occupational stress and the
relationship of thinking styles and types of personality
with job performance.

Review of literature:

Previous studies have been classified into the following:
- Studies investigating the relationship between
thinking styles and types of personality.
- Studies investigating the relationship between
thinking styles and work.
- Studies investigating the relationship between types
of personality and work.

Procedure:-
1- problem:-

A- Finding the relationship between styles of thinking
and types of personality.

B- Investigating the relation between thinking styles as
independent  variable and occupational stress,
organizational conflict, and work environment as
dependent variables.

C- Investigating the relation between types of
personality as independent variable and occupational
stress, organizational conflict, and work environment
as dependent variables.

D- Examining the difference between the two samples
on the basis of the profession.

E- Examining the difference between males and
females of the sample.
