Chapter One

This chapter illustrates the rulings pertaining to animals regarding to indiscretional
Punishments. In it, there is an introduction and two sections. The introduction deals
with three things, from three different aspects, where indiscretional Punishments are
defined, their legitimacy are mentioned and the differences between them and other
penalties.
Section one: discusses about the rulings regarding to bestiality, which is a subdivision
of adultery punishment. This section has been divided into three parts:
Part one: consists of definition of adultery, its prohibition, proofs on its ruling and
legitimacy.
Part two: discusses about bestiality and its punishment.

Section two: deals with theft punishment from four different angles:
One: Definition of theft, its ruling, punishment, characteristics and evidence to
proven.
Two: legal ways of keeping animals away from theft, ie, by keeping them in their
special places, this condition must be considered before a thief is convicted.
Three: infringement on a dairy products, stealing it and its consequences.
Four: Discusses about stealing a valueless animal in the Islamic law.

Chapter Two
This chapter is specified to discuss the rulings pertaining to animals regarding felony.

The introduction comprises on definition of felony and its types which has been
divided into two parts.

Section one: deals with the animal's felony, from three different aspects: Animal's
felony on people which leads to death or less than death, and discussing the limits of
his liability to crime in four aspects; definition of liability, insurance, ruling of the
owner of the insurance, and compensation of damages caused by animal.

Section two: deals with animal infringing from five different aspects:

One: Discusses about the absolute prohibition of causing any kind of harm to animal.
Two: Discusses in details the rulings of illegal ways of killing animal and the
permitted ones, though with three conditions.

Three: Deals with defending oneself from the assailant of animal from three aspects:
One: Definition of assailant animal.

Part three: by Presumption, under each of these parts, there is definition, illustration,
and procedure.
