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The Summary

Urban and Urban Communities occur in major Cities in African
Countries as part of the informal sector, but most Political Systems in
African countries discouraged them by implementing hostile policy such
as eviction or harassment. But the White Rule in South Africa was one of
the few Political System that has recognized the importance of Urban
accrue in Deepings the Segregation between the population, especially
African and the White Population in the Urban Areas.

Control Urban has been a central element for the social and human
development in South Africa since the beginning of settlement of White
man, and especially from the year of 1923. The Year of Acting the
Natives Urban Areas Act of 1923, which established and promotion a
mechanism of Urban Segregation or Urban Apartheid. This Thesis is a
Study of the Role of the state in the establishment and implementation of
Apartheid and Discrimination policies against the African Urban
Communities in South Africa from 1923 to 1976.

To understand this Question, The focus of this dissertation is on how
the Economic transformation from a Semi- Subsistence Agriculture to
Semi- Subsistence wage, based economy affected the shape of the life
course and the meanings associated with age and Mind, which led to the
migrations from the Reserves or Homelands to the Industrial Areas and
White Farms. While an implicate this focus is on the transformation the
study necessarily concerned with the visions of the south African
governance against the urban African communities, and how they tried to
solve what is called Urban African question by the Acting, Laboring or

the Administration of African Urban Areas Policies.

The issue of Housing and development of African Population in these
areas was one of the most important social questions faced the
governance system in this period of study, so they tried to create more
than politics for these questions as Influx Conitrol, Pass System and
Forced Removals. And so Policies of Property, Building, Collectives and
Services against African Urban Population and Housing Questions.

On the other hand the dissertation try to appear how the policies and
practice of Urban Segregation, Control and Apartheid have evolved
(Insofar as these policies and practices have affected the other groups of



populations, White, Coloured and Asian People) in the Urban Areas as
African suffered before.

As A Result of more Decades of life, birth and death of Africans in the
Urban Areas, and as a result of the Urban Apartheid Practice, there were
more than aspects of life which spread between the Urban Africans Such
as; The Concepts of the Urbanisation, The urban African Family and how
they suffered especially the African Women?, How the Urban African
Identity was formed ?, and How the Education and the African Churches
was a major tools of the creation of this identity?, How the effects of the
Urban Apartheid and Discrimination Politics about the situation of the
Economics African populations in these Urban Areas? These also
questions which the dissertation try to introduce a complete answers.

At The Last and as a result of these politics and practice, there was a
case of African Consciousness, which tried to finish the Apartheid Project
which continued more than three Centuries, and the Apartheid and
Segregation Urban Policies during the period of study, and How the
African National Institutions such as The African National Congress
(ANC), The Communist Party (CP), The Pan Africanist Congress (PAC),
and so The South African Indian Congress (SAIC), and the situation of
Coloured people against the Urban Apartheid Policies and The Black
Consciousness Movement, could to faced?, On The other hand the
Dissertation try to appear the situation of the Urban African Labours, and
Women's. At Last the Dissertation introduce Three (As Examples) of the
African Uprisings such as; Urban Bus Boycott, The Uprising and
Massacre of Sharpville in 1960 and The Soweto Uprising in 1976, the
year of Uprisings, which appear the African Personality and how he
refused all the Apartheid Policies and how he protest and challenge to get
his independence and could after Decades of suffering.
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
