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Abstract

The present study aimed to reveal out the effects of styles used by parents
in rearing their children and the emergence of disobedience of parents
through opinions of aged parents themselves and their experiences in
rearing their children. The study also reached for determining senility
period and the importance of children and their family interaction to their
aged parents during that period.
The Psychometric sample: consisted of (50) aged residents of a nursing
house, and Clinical sample: consistedof (4) aged individuals, which at the
same time, are a part of the psychometric sample.
The present study contains a set of tools as follows:
Wrong parental rearing styles measure (prepared by the
researcher).,Children Personality characteristics — resulted from
parental rearing styles — measure (prepared by the researcher).,Parents'
dissatisfaction — about relation to their parents —survey (prepared by
the researcher).
The study also referred to arang of clinical tools scale Thematic
Apperception Test ,Sentence completion test, Oneiromancy
Results:
Psychometric:
- First assumption:
1. F-ratio for Anova analysis of independent variables (parental
rearing dimensions) related to the extraversion dimension had no
statistical significant differences, which indicates no parental
rearing dimensions affection on the extraversion dimension.
2. F-ratio for Anova analysis of independent variables (parental
rearing dimensions) related to the open-mindedness dimension had
a statistical significant difference at 0.01 with a relative variable
contribution of 44%.
3. F-ratio for Anova analysis of independent variables (parental
rearing dimensions) related to the conscientious dimension had a
statistical significant difference at 0.05 with a relative variable
contribution of 8%.
4. F-ration for Anova analysis of independent variables (parental
rearing dimensions) related to the devotion dimension had a
statistical significant difference at 0.01 with a relative variable
contribution of 32%.
- Second assumption:

There are no statistical significant differences between males and
females concerning all measures dimensions of parental rearing styles as
realized by aged parents except for the discrimination dimension.
