Results confirm that there was no statistically significant differences among
the middle levels of the male and female blind blind in all the main measure of
psychological needs (competence, independence, loyalty), as well as the overall
degree of the scale,The findings confirm the existence of significant statistical
differences among the middle-grades sighted children and blind children in
the social competence, and these differences for the benefit of blind children
,Results confirm that there was no statistically significant differences among
the middle levels of the blind male and blind female in the measurement of
social competence ,The findings confirm the existence of a function
relationship strong and positive betwen dimensions of psychological needs and
the degree of efficiency and overall social visually impaired children .
