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Abstract:

This research speaks about the government expenditure in Syrian Arab Republic
during the years 1994-2003 and its various economic and social effects, and
suggestions to improve it, and consists of two parts:

Part 1 deals with the theory of government expenditure, and includes four
chapters; the first one discusses the concept of government expenditure and its
definitions and its various elements. The second is allocated to talk about the
various divisions of government expenditure: administrative, political, economic,
and national. The third is studying the reasons for the increasing government
expenditure, real reasons (social, economic, fiscal, political, administrative) and
superficial reasons (devaluation of the currency, accounting methods). The fourth
chapter deals with the direct and indirect effects of government expenditure. This
part is represent the theoretical framework of the research, and there will be a
clear reference to the government expenditure in Syrian Arab Republic through
some examples.

Part II contains five chapters, the first four of which deal with the impact of
government expenditure on the Syrian economy, research and analysis. The first
includes critical analysis of the main sources of government expenditure in Syria,
as reflected in the Syrian Budget during the study period. The second deals with
the structure of government expenditure in Syria in accordance with the
employment classification as stated in the Budget in some details with a brief
summary of the pros and cons of the performance of the party that received the
expenditure, and this chapter will focus on social expenditures. The third chapter
is talking about the structure of government expenditure in Syria during the study
period according to qualitative classification as stated in the Syrian Budget. While
the fourth deals with the development of the gross domestic product and the
development of the government expenditure in Syria and the relationship
between the two. The fifth and last one sets some proposals derived from
previous analysis after testing hypotheses research. This part will analyze the
government expenditure in the light of relevant statistical data.

This research relies on a series of Arabic and English books in addition to a
series of laws and legislative acts issued by the Ministry of Finance, Statistical
groups from the Central Bureau of Statistics during the study period, and some
publications such as Economic Tuesday Sessions, and some reports of the World

Bank and the United Nations.
