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The effectiveness of using virtual tours to develop the skills of

Abstract

The present research aims at identifying the effectiveness of employing
virtual tours in teaching a unit on the manifestations of the Ancient Egyptian
civilization planned for the first preparatory students in order to develop their
historical imagination skills. In this research, a list of historical imagination
skills was developed, including five key skills under which subskills were listed.
In addition, a pedagogical design was planned to employ and apply virtual tours
in teaching a unit on the manifestations of the Ancient Egyptian civilization to a
sample of sixty students of first preparatory grade at El-shaheed Mohammed
Mahmoud Abdel Aziz Governmental School, Al-Giza Governorate. The study
sample was evenly divided into two groups, one of which was a control group
whose unit was taught using the traditional method, and the other was an
experimental group whose unit was taught using virtual tours. Also, a test of
historical imagination skills was prepared and applied to the study sample of
chosen students and its results were statistically monitored and processed. The
results of the research showed the effectiveness of employing virtual tours to
develop the historical imagination skills of the research sample of student the
study has recommended that it is important to use modern technological inputs
such as virtual tours in teaching history for all stages of education for its many
benefits , and the need to develop the historical imagination skills of students.
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
