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Arabic and Foreian Cinematic Treatment of Parapsvcholoay Phenomena and Its
Relationship Adolescents Gifted and Disabilitie Rqalization of Reality
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This study aims at identifying the relationship between the exposure of gifted and
disabled adolescents to Arab and foreign films dealing with parapsychological phenomena
and realizing their reality. This study is descriptive studies that were based on the analytical
and field survey methodology, and applied to a sample of gifted and disabled adolescents who
(Aged 13-18 years) of 200 individuals divided between 150 individuals and 50 disabled
individuals. The analytical section of the study was also applied to a sample of Arab and
foreign films consisting of (40) (17) Arab films and (23) foreign films. Several tools were
used to collect the data of this study, namely: Questionnaire - Content Analysis Tool,There is
a positive correlative relation between the intensity of the viewing of gifted and disabled
adolescents and their level of awareness of the parapsychological reality,There is a positive
correlative relation between the intensity of watching gifted and disabled adolescents for
films and their level of knowledge of parapsychological phenomena, 62.5%
Parapsychological or miraculous support and make sure that they exist in the society in which
we live.
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
