Seasonal Migrations for Baggara trip in Sudan
A study in Social Anthropology

The aim of this study is to present the effect of seasonal migration on
social structure of Baggara trips in Sudan. The Baggara are pastoralists
found in the western province of the Sudan. Seasonal migration is on of
ecological and economical systems.

Seasonal migration is a human decision belonging to social, nomadic
genetic factors, which consider that the nomadic and migration are the best
live style. These idea facilitate understanding why those people holding
with the hard seasonal migration behavior.

The Economical system in Baggara belonging to mixed model
(Pastoral and agricultural). |

There are three economical sectors which are owner, activities, and
exchanging systems. Activities are highly gender-segregated.

The Baggara genealogies are based on patrilineal descent.

There are two ways to social adjustment in Baggara trip. Those are
Official and local_lows. The local lows agree with Islamic roles, except in
case of bequeathal and killing responsibility.

Mother and education systems (governmental and local) are
responsible to raising up the children in Baggara trip .

There are two clout forms. The first is the official upper hand , which
consists of El-Sheikh, EI-Omdda and El-Nazer. The second is the local or
unofficial clout, like Agaweed, Okadda, and Rawagh (leader of migration
road).

We can conclude the recommendation of this study as follow:

1- Improving the hygienic and educational level is very important

and critical for Baggara trip.

2- We have to believe that the seasonal migration is the best and

optimal live style for Baggara trip.
