Abstract

Due to the lack interest of the interpretive development skills in the Holy
Quran course of the high school students in Kuwait, It is noted that these
students cannot understand the meanings of verses and Suwar prescribed
properly, and cannot recognize the sources of rhetoric and miracles in the
verses, they cannot taste the beauty of the Qur'anic expression and rhetoric,
as well as they cannot highlight the lessons and sermons of the Qur'aan
stories, and linking verses to the reality and problems life.

All of the above information confirmed that the survey conducted by the
researcher in an attempt to know the reality of teaching the Qur'aan
interpretation to the students in secondary school in Kuwait, in terms of
determining objectives procedural for teaching, and included the following
three questions:

1- What are the objectives teaching for the Qur'aan interpretation in the

secondary stage in Kuwait?

2- What the methods and strategies are used in the Quran interpretation
teaching in the secondary stage in Kuwait?

3- How can develop Quran interpreting skills on the secondary school
students Kuwait?

The following conclusions were reached:

1. Eight teachers mentioned that they rely more on the formulation
procedural goals than the objectives of teaching the Quran and
interpretation in the secondary stage, which is the formulation
procedural goals announced by the Ministry of Education in Kuwait. On
the other hand, they were unable to determine the objectives teaching
of the Holy Quran interpretation in the secondary stage.

2. Nine teachers mentioned that they rely on their interpretation of the
Holy Quran to ask some oral questions, and to discuss and read
repeatedly. One teacher said that he relies on modern strategies in
teaching the interpretation of the Holy Quran.

3. All the teachers mentioned that the students do not reach the

interpreting Quran skills, as they are just understanding the meanings



of some of the vocabulary of the Qur'anic text, without reaching the

higher levels of understanding and tasting the Qur'anic text.

Within the researcher's knowledge, there is no previous study
concerned with developing the Holy Quran interpretation skills through using
the modern approaches and strategies. This is the interest of this study.
Research problem:

The research problem determined by the weakness of interpretation
skills in the Holy Quran course in the high school in Kuwait, and the lack of
modern approaches to the development of these skills such as self-learning
and collaborative learners.

To address the current research problem and answering the following
main question: How can the Quran interpreting skills to be developed among
secondary school students in Kuwait by using the strategy of self-learning
and cooperation?

This question is divided by the following questions:

1. What the Holly Quran interpretation skills suitable for the student of the
high school in Kuwait?

2. What are the steps and strategic actions for Self-learning to develop the
Holly Quran interpretation skills in the students in secondary school in
Kuwait?

3. What are the steps and strategic actions for cooperative learning strategy
to develop the Holly Quran interpretation skills in the students in
secondary school in Kuwait?

4. What is the effectiveness strategy of self-learning in for development the
Holly Quran interpretive skills on the students in secondary school in
Kuwait?

5. What is the effectiveness strategy of cooperative learning for development
the Holly Quran interpretive skills on the students in secondary school in
Kuwait?

6. Which strategies (Iearning and collaborative Iearning) have a greater
impact on the development of Holy Quran interpretive skills in the high

school students in Kuwait?
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
