Title of the Thesis: Effectiveness of Reinforcement and
Modeling Methods in Reducing Aggressive Behavior
of Mentally Retarded Childern (educable).

The present study aimed at preparing a guide program for
reducing agressive behavior of teachable mentally- retarded
children based on reinforcement and modeling approaches, and
finding out the effectiveness of this program in reducing aggressive
behavior through comparing and combining the two approaches.

The sample consisted of a group of 40 teachable male
pupils with an average of 133 months of age and IQ 63 ( on
Stanford. Benet scale) at mental schools in Qus, Qena and Nag-
Hammadi. The following tools were used:

Questionnaire for teachers of mental education concerning the
types of the most spread aggressive behavior upon their pupils
{designed by researcher). Stanfored-Benie Measure for intelligence
(prepared by: Mohamed Abdel Salam, Louis Kamel Mileka.
Second part of the adjustmental behavior (prepared by: Farouk
mohamed El -Sadek. Continuous Observation (designed by:
researcher. The suggested guiding program ( designed by:
researcher). using, Mann-Whitney Test, A nenova analysis, Scheffe
Test, the following results were reached:

1- There are staisticaily significant differences at among the
experimental group that used the reinforcement technique, this
indicates the effectiveness of the reinforcement technique.

2- There are statistical significant differences among the
experimental group that used the modeling technique, this indicates
the effectiveness of the modeling technique,

3- There are statistical significant differences among the
experimental group that used the reinforcement and modeling
technique together, this indicates the effectiveness of the
reinforcement and modeling techniques together.

4- There are statistical significant differences between the
reinforcement technique and modeling techniques as well as two
techniques together in reducing the aggressive behavior, the result
proves the efficiency of the techniques together in reducing the
aggressive behavior upon the Mental retarded.
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
