The study aimed to develop a substantive theory through which we can understand
and interpret stereotypes and mutual and current relations between Egyptians”
Muslims and Christians"; as it appears in psycho-social daily life interactions and the
way they express them themselves. Procedures: This objective was achieved by
adopting the constructivist grounded theory approach (Charmaz,2006), and by using a
variety of methods including: participant observation, semi-structured interviews,
focus groups, photographs, articles, and Atlas.ti software to analyze the qualitative
data. A total of 37 participants were recruited who were variable in (gender, religion
"Muslims and Christians", educational level, profession, age) Part of the recruited
sample were from Tahta-Sohag governorate (86.5%) and these represented the rural
sample while others lived in Faisal-Giza Governorate (13.5%) to represent the urban
sample. The snowball sampling and Maximum variation sampling was used as a
purposive Sampling strategy in recruiting participants. Results: The study ended up
with a substantive interactive theory through which we can understand and interpret
stereotypes and mutual relations between Egyptians” Muslims and Christians”. This
has been achieved through a stereotype content model (SCM), which included two
main categories "efficiency/ warmth™ at their high and low level, reflecting the
cognitive aspect of the substantive theory of this study, and represented in the mutual
stereotypes. In addition, there were two main categories that reflected the emotional
and behavioral aspects of this grounded substantive theory namely "We versus them
position" category and "troubled/ confused coexistence" category. On the other side,
the initial coding resulted in several important results about sources, functions and
characteristics of stereotypes, thus achieving the mirror-image hypothesis. In
addition, a theoretical model was developed for the mirror image formation process,
an explanation of the process of stereotypes-declaring (How, when it occurs, and how
participants responded to it) was developed. The results showed that the stereotypes
content of the "familiar other" was more positive than "stranger other" or the general
image of the other. There is also a distinction between the three generations (younger
generation, parents, grandparents) in the stereotypes content as a decrease in the
positive image of the "other" through the sequence of the three generations was
detected.
