Oil revenues are the main financier of public expenditure in Iraq,
which means that the performance of the economy is based on the value
of oil revenues achieved. The problem of the Iragi economy is going
through a state of deterioration and imbalance in the growth of all sectors
because of its dependence on a single source of income. The current study
aimed to determine the nature of the relationship between oil revenues
and their role in the economic performance in lIrag through a number of
economic indicators such as GDP, the parallel of the public, trade
balance, and the analysis of the relationship between oil revenues and
social performance. Further, the analysis of government spending on
health and education sectors in Irag and evaluate the employment of oil
revenues in Saudi Arabia and Iragi economies by comparing the
performance of the two economies experience. The study was divided
into four main chapters. Chapter | dealt with the general features of the
Iraqi economy. The second chapter discussed analysis of the relationship
between oil revenues and the development of the economic sectors in Iraq
and Saudi Arabia. Chapter 3 studied oil revenues and their impact on
economic and social performance in Iraq and Saudi Arabia. The fourth
chapter deals with the policies of employment of oil revenues and the
possibility of achieving economic diversification in both Iraq and Saudi
Arabia.

The study achieved a number of interested results. The most important
iIs an inverse relationship between high oil revenues and increased
dependence on the one hand, and the low importance of the rest of the
productive sectors on the other hand. In addition to the high degree of
concentration of exports there is a clear imbalance in the structure of
foreign trade in Irag, mainly on the export of crude oil where the index of
commodity concentration of exports did not decrease than (99%) during
the period of study. Therefore, the study recommends adopting a clear
economic policy in Iraq to diversify the sources of income and restructure
the other economic sectors in order to achieve the greatest possible use of
oil resources before depletion and invest in developing other economic
sectors.
