A CRITICAL DISCOURCE ANALYSIS CONTRANSITIVE STUDY
IN KOREAN AND EGYPTIAN NEWSPAPERS

Focusing On The Impeachment Phase News In Both Countries’
Representative Newspapers

The aim of this thesis is to find the change of perspectives of ideologies
influenced by the change of power and social inclination regarding the impeachment
demonstrations covered by newspapers written in Korean in South Korea and in
Arabic in Egypt. The data for this thesis was drawn from newspaper articles that
were puplished in Chosun Ilbo from October 2016 to March 2017, and Al-Ahram from
Febreuary to July 2013.

[t was assumed that power and social inclination changes affect the
ideology and perspective of a newspaper reflected in its articles. This thesis
attembt to analyze that change wusing critical discourse analysis. Critical
discourse analysis focuses on how the language is used in delivering a certaln
ideological theme that is connected to a powerful party. And Van Dijk described
critical discourse analysis as a way to focus on how the power in a certain
society influence a discourse that shows a certain problem or a social event. News
texts also convey social events and they are the product of social, cultural and

political influences.



This study was conducted through transitivity analysis of the ideology
hidden in two newspaper articles. And it was discovered that both newspapers have
reported on the division of the nation due to the demonstrations that could turn
into conflicts that can take on a physical form at one time. In addition, through
the analysis of sentence structures it was shown that with the approaching
impeachment, the change in society and culture had an affect on the ideological

change of the article.

This study also used the strategy of ‘ideological square (Van Dijk 1998)
that argues the positive representation of “us” and the negative representation
of “them” . Through analyzing semantic transitive processes and lexical choices
that conduct Van Dijk’ s strategy it was found that Chosun Ilbo has been
influenced by the shift in power with the nearing of the ruling announcement of
impeachment rule against the president. And that is clear in the shift between the
positive image to a negative that has been given to the objectors of impeachment,
and the positive powerful image that has been strengthened over time for the pro-
impeachers. Although that shift was not as clear as what was shown in Al-Ahram
which emphasized on the negative image of the president and his supporters through
the means of using quotations of the sayings of the opposition and foreign media.
Also the different categorizations that Al-Ahram has shown in the naming it has
assigned the presedent apposing team added to the shift. This study indicated that
the difference in the strength of ideology change in both newspapers is the cause
of the high shift of power that happened when the Egyptian army joined with the

opposition thus making the opposition to be the higest power of both sides.

And so, this study has shown qualitative, quantitative and social actors
repesentation results regarding the expression and the change of ideology in the
Chosun Ilbo and Al-Ahram newspaper’ s coverage on the impeachment demonistrations
in South Korea and Egypt. And it was found that both newspapers showed change of
ideological representation with the shift in power in the socity, and that change

was represented differently depending on the amount of power changed.
