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Summary

Title

Development of Arabic language curriculum in one class school of
girls on light of this school’s objectives.

One class school of girls starts in Egypt on 1993 for those who
droped out of education to help them in gain new knowledge, ,skills
and experiences, which help them in positive participation in the
process of development.

The current curriculum of this school is the same of the first
five years of basic education; which is unsuitable in meeting the
objectives of the one class school and the educational needs of
students. This is the reason and rational for this study, which aimed
at development of Arabic language curriculum in one class school of
girls on light of this school’s objectives and educational needs of
students.

The sample of this study included 170 girls froin the five
levels in one class school in two educational governerates which are
El-Ghanayem in Assiut and El-Kharga in New Valley.

This thesis contains 7 chapters starts by show of general
framework of the study and ended by the results & its explanation.
The results confirm the efficiency of the curriculum which
developed by the candidate in meeting the cognative, psychomotor
& attitudes objectives among the study sample.

On the light of aim of the study and its results the following
recommendations are presented:

1 - Development of the rest curriculums in one class school of girls
on the light of this school’s objectives and educational needs of
the students.

2 - Take care and pay attention to method of teaching used in these
schools to be suitable to needs & abilities of the students.

3 - In preparing of the curriculums & its developments considering
of surrounded environment.
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
