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Abstract:

Lipid peroxidation is an important biological conscquence of
oxidative cellular damage. Uncontrolled lipid peroxidation will
contribute to certain biological process via vascular cndothelial‘
dysfunction .Hypertensive patients are associated with greater
lipid peroxidation than normal. Also there is positive correlation
between serum Malondialdehyde as product of lipid

peroxidation and aging.
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
