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Abstract of Study

This present study aimed to identify the role of Depression, future
anxiety, and social support in predicting Suicidal tendencies among
university students. The sample of the study consisted of 433 male and
female students in Palestinian Universities. Study tools were applied on
Students from Al-Azhar University in Gaza, Al-Quds Open University
and Al-Aqgsa University in Gaza. The researcher designed the study
tools: the Suicidal tendencies scale, Depression scale, future anxiety
scale, and social support scale.

The results of the study resulted in the validity of the hypotheses; it
was possible to predict the degree of the sample on the scale of
Suicidal tendencies through their grades on the Depression scale. It was
also possible to predict the scores of the sample on the he scale of
Suicidal tendencies scale through their scores on the future anxiety
scale. The scores of the sample on the scale of Suicidal tendencies
scale were predicted by their scores on the Social support scale. Clinical
hypothesis was also validated, which is the difference in the potential
psychodynamic variables of the first peripheral state from the second

peripheral state on the suicidal tendency scale.
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
