furthermore the tourism demand in Egypt does not depend on high
income levels in the Country of tourists, so we can say that the
Egyption tourism may not be considered a tourism type with a high
level of luxury, and this may be due to the low tourist prices in
Egypt, which do not require high-income tourists only.
