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Study summary

This study is based on looking at the contemporary criticizing
movement in the Sultanate of Oman, and monitoring the most important
criticizing trends that were formed by them, and identifying their paths,
movement, and methods of understanding the activity of our literary and
cultural life, and analyzing the creativity it produces.

The study relied on "Nizwa Magazine" as a model and source for
it, through which it monitors the analyzing of these trends, and works on
examining its criticizing texts. The study identified the first hundred
issues of this magazine as a sample for research, starting from the first
issue in November 1994 until the hundredth issue at the end of the second
decade of the 21s century.

The study came in five chapters, preceded by a preface in which
the researcher presented the most important economic, social, and
cultural frameworks, under which the criticizing movement in the
Sultanate of Oman was shattered, and its trends were formed. The
arrangement of the chapters was as follows:

Chaptere One: Features and Echoes of Traditional Criticism.

In it, the researcher addressed some issues related to this trend,
including; the concept of traditional criticism, the perspective, the
method, and the position of the traditional critic on heritage, then the
position of the trend towards criticism of the poetic image, and discussed
the pitfalls of apparent modernization, and the duplicity of the traditional
critic.

Chapter Two: New Academics and Art Criticism Currents.

In it, the study presents the purpose of the term (new academics),
and shows the most important currents constituting the trend, and stands
in front of two distinct Omani critical models which may seem different,
but the methodological links between them make them in one criticism,
even if the currents differ, and the chapter reveals something of the effort
of the critical Omani woman, That's before presenting some of the critics'
battles.
