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Abstract

The study aimed to assess the Egyptian electronic press
treatment of economic affairs and their relationship to
adolescents' attitudes towards them, to determine the nature
and patterns of the press image presented for economic events,
and the extent of adolescents' interest in economic issues, and
to uncover the most types of journalistic editing art in
electronic journalism on economic pages, and also to determine
the extent of accompanying the news article with an illustrated
article. The study relied on a tool Content analysis to assess the
electronic journalistic treatment of economic issues.

This study is descriptive. Data were collected using three
tools: content analysis tool, questionnaires.

The researcher adopts a comprehensive survey of the
content analysis of “AlYoum 7 newspaper, Alahram
newspaper, and Alwafd newspaper in the period between
1/6/2018 to 30/9/2018. The survey questionnaires  was
distributed to 200 respondents.

The study arrived at the following results:

e The study reached a series of results, that the evaluation
of the treatment trend in the framework of electronic
newspapers is the sample of the study as a positive trend
in the first rank by (48.7%), and in the second rank the
objective direction came in (45.4%), and in the last rank
the negative trend came in by (5.9%).

e The most important issues submitted to economic issues
were the issue of economic reform in the first place by
(27.4%), and the second place came the issue of price
increases by (23.8%), and in the third place the issue of
the support system came in (18.1%), and in the fourth
place the issue of unemployment came in (12.2%), and
in the fifth position came the issue of debt by (6%), and




In the sixth center came the issue of poverty by (5.9%),
and in the seventh place came the issue of inflation by
(3.7%), and in the eighth position came the issue of
floating the pound by (2.9) %).

The news story occupied the first rank among the
different news forms in the Palestinian electronic
newspapers (44.7%), while the news report had (34.5%),
followed by the other news forms.

The sources relied on by newspapers in obtaining
information. Government officials came first with a rate
of 75.8%, while the category of ordinary individuals
came last with a rate of 2.7%.

The most commonly used method for presenting
economic issues in the papers of the study sample is
"displaying information only" as it ranked first with a
rate of 51.9%, followed by a wide margin for
"presentation of results and effects” by a rate of 30.2%,
and finally in the last place "determining the required
role of the public. By 1.2%.

The percentage of those who follow economic issues and
topics in electronic newspapers "to some extent"
increased by 60.0%, and the percentage of those who
followed them "always™ came to 24.5%, and finally, the
percentage of those who followed them "rarely" reached
15.5% of adolescents.

The degree of interest of adolescents in economic issues
and topics always came with “poverty - economic
reform - awareness of the pound - high prices,” and the
degree of their interest in issues came to some extent
with “unemployment - inflation - debt - support system”.

The most important suggestions of the respondents to
improve the performance of electronic newspapers in
dealing with economic issues was to "enhance awareness
of local economic issues™ with a rate of 71.0%.




e The most important problem in electronic newspapers'
handling of economic issues is the absence of a
specialized economic journalist, at a rate of 67.0%.

e There is a positive correlation between the electronic
newspapers ‘handling of economic issues and their
adolescents' attitudes towards those issues.

e There are statistically significant differences between the
mean scores of adolescents on the scale of their attitudes
towards economic issues according to the difference in
the quality of the electronic newspaper (national -
independent - partisan).
