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Abstract

This study aimed to know the relationships among religious
prejudice self-concept and personality traits. It also aimed to know the
differences between high prejudice and low prejudice persons in self-
concept and personality traits and to know the differences between
male students and females in religious prejudice, self-concept and

personality traits in a sample of university students from both sexes.

Every group contained 40 participants using religious prejudice

scale, self-concept scale and Big Five Personality factors scale.
The study revealed the following results:

1- There was a positive statistically significant relationship
between religious prejudice and moral self in university
students from both sexes.

2- There were positive statistically significant relationships
between religious prejudice and neuroticism,
conscientiousness in university students from both sexes.

3- There were statistically significant differences between high
and low religious prejudice in personal self and social self.
High religious prejudice students were high in moral self and
low group was high in personal and social self.

4- There were statistically significant differences between high
and low religious prejudice students in neuroticism and

agreeableness. Low religious prejudice was high in both,
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There were no significant differences between male students
and females in religious prejudice.

There were statistically significant differences between male
students and females in bodily self. Males were higher than
females.

There were statistically significant differences between male
students and females in neuroticism extroversion and

openness. Male students were higher in these factors.
