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ABSTRACT
Research title: The Effectiveness of a Program Based on Simulation
for Developing Speaking Skills in A Sample of Children with
Reading disability Aged (8-9 Yrs. Old).
Researcher name: Marwa Mostafa Sayed Hassan.
Aim of the research: The current study aimed to reveal the
effectiveness of a simulation-based program in developing the
speaking skills in a sample of children with reading learning
difficulties from 8 to 9 years old.
The sample: A group of children with reading learning difficulties
consisting of (30) pupils (15) representing members of the control
group (7) males and (8) females, and (15) representing members of
the experimental group with (6) males and (9) females, and ranging
in age from (8) to (9) years.
The instruments: Diagnostic assessment measure of reading
learning difficulties by: Fathi Zayat (2007), Testing of Colored
Sequential Arrays by: Raven (1956) Localization: Emad Hassan
(2016), Speaking Skill Scale for Children with Reading Learning
Difficulties by: Researcher, simulation-based program for the
development of speaking skills by: Researcher.
Results of the study:
A- There are statistically significant differences between the average
grades of the trial group on the speaking skills scale before and after
the application of the simulation program in the direction of the
remote application.
B- There are no statistically significant differences between the
average ranks of the control group on the speaking skills scale before
and after the application of the program.
C- There are statistically significant differences between the average
grades of the two experimental groups and the officer on the speaking
skills scale after the application of the program in the direction of the
experimental group.
D- There are no statistically significant differences between the
average grades of the trial group on the speaking skills scale after the
application of the program and the tracking measurement.
