Thesis abstract:

This research is concerned with studying the poems of the
"Poets of the Rock of the Forum,"; in which they expressed their
grief and suffering in life; Where their lyrics reflected the
reasons for possessing sadness in their souls; which were
represented in: the life circumstances, the painful subjective
experiences they went through in their lives, and the harsh
political and social conditions that overshadowed the reality of
Egyptian society, and the Arab world during the period in which
they appeared.

These circumstances were reflected in their expressive
styles. Three stylistic phenomena emerged in their poems,
which they employed to express their position on these
circumstances. They are the emphatic technique, the stylistic
shift, and the contrasting style; hence, this study contains three
chapters:

— The first chapter: deals with the "'emphatic style "; It consists
of four topics:

e The first topic: deals with “emphasis on repetition.”
e The second topic: deals with "emphasis on oath."
e The third topic: deals with "emphasis on letters."

e The fourth topic: deals with "emphatic in sequencing."



— The second chapter: deals with stylistic blending, and it

consists of five topics:

The first topic: deals with "blending the informative style

with the imperative form."

The second topic: deals with "blending the informative

style with the prohibition form."

The third topic: deals with "blending the informative style

with the wishful form."

The fourth topic: deals with "blending the informative style

with the vocative form."

The fifth topic: deals with "blending the informative style

with the interrogative form."

— The third chapter: deals with the “contrast style”; It includes

three topics:

The first topic: deals with "simple contrast’; It contains
two axes; they are 'positive contrast’ and 'negative

contrast."

The second topic: deals with "synthetic contrast."

The third topic: deals with "analogue contrast."



The research ends with a conclusion containing the most
important research results, which was formed based on the
careful study of poetic texts in the light of the previous chapters
and the proven sources and references; used to complete this
