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The Abstract



Thesis abstract:

This thesis was concerned with studying the national
aspect in the poems of the poet Rashid Selim El-Khoury; the
poet expressed the Arab world and the colonialism, wars, and
conspiracies it was subjected to by Western countries. His
poems contained two main types of poetry in which the national
trend was manifested: the poetry of patriotism and nationalism
and the poetry of nostalgia. Furthermore, a range of artistic
phenomena emerged in these poems that the poet used to
express his thoughts in this direction. These phenomena were
represented in the following: artistic blending, the rhetoric of
emphasis, and structural style.

This study has been divided into three chapters that reveal
the aspects of the national trend within these poems as
follows:

— Chapter one: deals with the rhetoric of artistic blend; It has
two topics:

e The first topic: deals with the "Blending of contradictions’;
It has been divided into three axes; they are: "the contrast,

the opposite, and the counter-image."

e The second topic: deals with temporal blending; It has

been divided into two axes;

— Chapter two: deals with the "emphatic style"; It includes three
topics:

e The first topic: deals with the rhetoric of repetition.

e The second topic: deals with "the rhetoric of emphatic in

letters."
e The third topic: deals with the rhetoric of sequencing.

— The third chapter: deals with “the rhetoric of the structural
style” and contains two sections:

e The first topic: deals with the style of order compositional
technique. It has been studied through five angles; they
are the interrogative style, the imperative style, the

prohibition style, the wishing style, and the vocative style.

e The second topic: deals with non-order compositional
and contains three types of this technique: the oath style,

the exclamation style, and the praise style .

After a careful examination of those poems through the chapters
that the researcher dealt with within the study, several results
related to rhetorical phenomena appeared within the poet's

poems, presented in conclusion.
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
