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Abstract

The study aimed to identify the children’s interaction
with the Egyptian Cultural Program Radio Service through
the short stories they write. Thus, they become partners in
making the content. This, on its turn, contributes to creating a
new generation of literary writers from amongst those
children. The study is categorized as a descriptive study; for
it depended on the approach of sample survey with both its
analytical and field aspects. It was applied on an analytical
sample of the stories the children wrote and sent specially to
participate in the Cultural Program Radio Service which
dedicated a whole program for that purpose entitled (Hekayat
Al Massaa’) "The Evening Tales". The approach was applied
to a random sample of the children's stories participating in
the first age group category of the competition for children
aged between 6-18 years from various governorates of the
Arab Republic of Egypt.

Data was collected through research tools; such as
observation, interviews and content analysis of the research
sample stories. A questionnaire was applied to a sample of
the children participating in the competition whose number
mounted to 100 kids so as to identify the children's
motivation to author short stories and communicate with a
radio service; the role of the radio in guiding them in the
proper manner; the participants' use of social media in
sending their works, and the cooperation of various
ministries represented in the Ministry of Education via the
departments of the gifted in the educational directorates, the
Ministry of Culture via the Writers’ Union, the National
Center for Children’s Culture, the public libraries, the
General Authority of Cultural Palaces and the traditional and
new media with its written, audio and visual means.

The study came out with the following findings: There
Is statistically significant correlation between the rate of the
respondents’ exposure to the Cultural Program radio Service



and their awareness of the aspects of literary creativity they
have, as the Pearson correlation coefficient reached (0.324),
which is a significant value at confidence level of 99%, and
there is statistically significant correlation between the
motives of the respondents’ exposure to the Cultural Program
Radio Service and the development of their literary creativity
elements, where Pearson Correlation Coefficient was (0.666),
which is a significant value at confidence level of 99.9%
There are statistically significant differences between the
average scores of the respondents in terms of age, gender,
and educational and socio-economic level on the literary
creativity scale.

There are statistically significant differences between
the average scores of the respondents in terms of gender
(males and females) and type of education (governmental
and private) on the literary creativity scale. The (T.Test) was
used to measure the differences between the mean scores of
the respondents under study on the literary creativity scale
according to gender and education, and there are statistically
significant differences between the mean scores of the
respondents in terms of age on the literary creativity scale.

The results of the test indicated that there are no
statistically significant differences between the average
scores of the respondents on the literary creativity scale,
where “P” value was of non-statistically significant value,
and there were statistically significant differences between
the average scores of the respondents in terms of their socio-
economic level on the literary creativity scale, and there were
no statistically significant differences among the average
scores of the respondents on the literary creativity scale,
where “P” value was of non-statistically significant value.
