Cervical smear in a female using contraceptive method gives an

idea about the cytological changes occurring in the cervix, if any.

Combined oral contraceptives may increase incidence of

squamous intraepithelial lesions of the cervix. Injectables, mainly ‘

depot medroxy progesterone acetate (Depo-provera), may also

increase incidence of squamous intraepithelial lesions of the cervix

but with reversible effect. Progestin implants (norplant} as well as

intrauterine device are not associated with increased risk of cervical

neoplasia. Local methods and vasectomy decrease incidence of

cervical neoplasia.
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
