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Abstract

The study aimed to identify the impact of macroeconomic variables
on the financial performance of Sudanese banks during the period (2011 -
2020) by identifying the concept of macroeconomic variables and their
effect on the Sudanese financial system, and measuring the states of the
Sudanese economy through indicators represented in the exchange rate,
the gross domestic product, Inflation, the state's general budget deficit, in
addition to identifying the financial performance and how to measure it.

The indicators of the financial performance of the banking sector
are, capital adequacy, profitability, liquidity, and asset quality.

The researcher relied on the descriptive analytical method in
studying and analyzing the theoretical aspects. In addition, the researcher
used the multiple regression analysis method to test the validity of the
study's hypotheses.

The results of the empirical study reached: first, the rejection of the
following conclusion, first rejection the first main null hypothesis, which
states that there is no significant, statistically significant effect of the



economic variables on the capital adequacy of the banks included in the
study and the acceptance of alternative hypothesis. secondly, rejected the
third main null hypothesis, which states that there is no significant,
statistically significant effect of the economic variables on the
profitability of the Sudanese banks included in the study and accepting
alternative hypothesis, as it became clear that there is a positive
significant effect of the rate of economic growth on the profitability of the
banks included in the study, thirdly, rejecting the fourth main null
hypothesis which states that there is no statistically significant effect of
the economic variables on the liquidity of the Sudanese banks under study
and the acceptance of the alternative hypothesis, as it became clear that
there is a positive significant effect of the exchange rate on the liquidity
of the banks under study fourthly the acceptance of the second main null
hypothesis which states that there is no statistically significant effect of
the economic variables on the quality of assets.
